Climate Change & Health

There is almost general consensus between scientists worldwide on the fact that human activities influence our climate, and that, apart from trying to reduce this effect, measures should be taken to adapt to these changes. This is due to the fact that the changes are occurring despite mitigation measures. One major issue is lack of knowledge on the effects that could occur: what is the expected change in temperature in European Member States? How will the prevalence of vector-borne diseases change? Will there be an increase in the number of floods? Since many aspects of a changing climate influence health, either directly or indirectly, it is important that the (public) health sector is prepared to what can be expected with respect to this.
Climate-TRAP project

The European project Climate-TRAP (funded by the Executive Agency for Health and Consumers) has performed a health impact assessment due to climate change, which was followed by a capacity assessment for the health sector. An inventory of existing early warning systems, surveillance systems and adaptation plans with respect to climate change related health effects and disease vectors has been carried out. Based on this, training modules for the (public) health sector will de developed and region-specific guidelines for all EU and associated Member States will be created. These guidelines contain information on what can be expected the coming years with respect to health, actions that should be taken and adaptation plans that can be implemented.

Regional Workshops

Within Climate-TRAP, three regional workshops will be organised in Europe for policy makers that are involved in climate and health on a national or regional level. During the workshops the results from the project will be presented and discussed. In addition, we would like to receive input from country representatives on information from their countries as well.

We hereby invite you, as a stakeholder in this field, to attend one of our workshops. Countries have been divided over the 3 workshops. You have been invited to our workshop in Maribor (Slovenia), which will be held on December 5th and 6th 2011. The preliminary agenda can be found on the following page.
